Speed Presentation Abstract Deadline:  December 15, 2021 by 11:59PM
Eligibility:

· Graduate Students:

· Enrolled in a PHHP program - acknowledged on the submission.  

· A UF faculty mentor must have been involved in the research study, and that mentor, who must also be a co-author, must sign this submission form.  

· Only one first-authored abstract submission per eligible student; student must be first author.
· Permission of all co-authors to submit (as indicated by the primary mentor’s signature below).  

Abstract Judging Criteria:

· Abstracts will be reviewed by three faculty & summed across reviewers for a final score:
· One faculty will be from the student’s home department (NOT your faculty mentor or co-authors)

· Two faculty will be from an external department
· Evaluated using competitive judging guidelines in the following areas: 

· How well are the aim(s) or hypothesis (es) clearly stated?

· How adequate are the method for the stated aim(s)/hypothesis (es)? 

· How well does the study address a gap in knowledge? 

· How well does the study address the impact on human health? 
· The abstracts with the top three scores will receive an award and monetary support to attend an upcoming conference 
Abstract Guidelines:

· Abstract includes Title, Background, Methods, Results, and Conclusions. Public Health/Health Professions Relevance, and Funding Sources are also required on the abstract submission page. Do not miss any of these mandatory areas.

· Total word count (of Background, Methods, Results, Conclusions sections) must be no more than 250 words not counting labels for the section. 

· Define all abbreviations at first use.

· Avoid technical jargon. Give special attention to clarity of communication for a mixed Health Professions and Public Health audience. Be sure abstracts are easily understood by someone outside of your discipline. 

· Abstracts should be reviewed and approved by mentors using the “PHHP RD 22 Abstract & Mentor Review Form”. This signed form is a required upload during the web submission 

· Use the following information as a guide for what to include in your abstract submission (template provided on next page).  Use Arial 11 font for all sections.  

· Title of Study – Cannot exceed 200 characters. Clearly conveys content. Is Accurate. Highlights important aim or finding. 

· Background – Covers key questions/issues addressed, objective, hypothesis if relevant.

· Methods – Identify the research design (e.g. experimental, retrospective, observational, randomized controlled trial, etc.), sampling strategy, measures and specific procedures employed, including statistical tests.  

· Results – Include major findings including measures of significance.

· Conclusions – Provide implications and limitations of findings, innovation to the field.
Not included in word count but required on abstract submission page where indicated:

· Relevance or Significance of the Research on Human Health – In a sentence or two, describe the potential relevance and significance of this research for human health.

· Funding Sources – Identify sources of funding for the research being presented.
